The written component of the Court Interpreter
State Exam is offered on an on-going basis. The
oral component of the state exam is offered only
twice a year. The qualifications required are:

1. The candidate must possess native-like mas-
tery of both English and the second language.
2. Perform the three modes of interpreting 2
consecutive, simultaneous and sight translation.
